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government and military officials is
one notable part of the project. 

The second runway gate, also
made by Tymetal, is a double can-

tilever for a 100-foot-wide opening.
This is a true cantilever box frame gate
used to control access to the area
where the Black Hawk helicopters are
secured, and are part of TymetalÕs
Fortress line.

Each of the gates is actuated by a

HySecurity 
SlideDriver 40 heavy
duty hydraulic slide
gate operators were
used throughout the
project. One is shown
at left installed on a
24 foot long heavy
duty pipe frame gate
topped with 
barbed wire.

HySecurity SlideDriver 40 (222-E-ST)
hydraulic slide operator, manufactured
by HySecurity of Kent, Wash. 

They are controlled by a special
console that has two gate stations with
a key switch lock-out, designed and
built by Mike Ard of Access Automa-
tion & Controls Group and installed
by Amko. As a Tymetal and HySecu-
rity distributor, AA&C  also sourced
the gates and operators.

Additional gates include 36-foot
and 40-foot twin track units from
Tymetal at the entrance; one 24-foot
pipe frame; one 24-foot Tymetal unit
(fitted with a HySecurity SlideDriver
operator and wireless controls), and
two large 10-foot bypass cantilever
gates inside of a warehouse.

For the perimeter of the facility,
Amko installed over 6,000 lineal feet
of 6+1 chain link fence, 154 lineal feet
of 24 foot tall chain link fence and 54
lineal feet of 12 foot tall chain link
fence. Included in the fenceline are
various sizes of manual swing gates,
some fitted with exit panic bars manu-
factured by DAC Industries.

The custom control panel de-
signed and built by AA&C  has open,
close, and stop buttons for each gate,
and can be locked out by key. It is also
lit  so the operator knows the gate po-
sition, LeBon said.

LeBon indicated that the job pro-
gressed efficiently overall, and gave
credit to AA&C, Tymetal and HySe-
curity, as well as the Amko installation
crew.

ÒWe always turn to Tymetal for
our high security gates, and the capa-
bility  of their engineering department
and their ground track rolling system
made this choice a no brainer,Ó com-
mented LeBon. ÒThey also have a
great relationship with our dealer, Ac-
cess Automation & Controls. The
same goes for HySecurity. They have
become our go-to operator for indus-
trial and high security projects.Ó

Amko personnel taking part in the
project included LeBon, sales manager
Kenny Decareaux, foreman Perry
Breshears, gate operator/access control
foreman Jeffrey Thornhill, and crew
members Walter Gammons, Dylan

Grove, Curtis Peterson, Daniel
Romero, Calvin Jones and Aaron
Miller,

ÒThe most challenging part of the
job was the 160-foot ground track
roller gate with the 25-foot can-
tilevered ends,Ó LeBon said. ÒI think
this may be the first gate of its kind
and probably one of the largest in the
country.Ó

The project was nothing out of the
ordinary for Amko Fence & Steel,
which has been in business for 35
years and serves industrial and high
security customers in South Louisiana,
as well as other states. 

The company was originally
opened by Bob Meche and was pur-
chased by its current owner 10 years
ago. The company offers gate opera-
tors, access controls, turnstiles and all
other products for  a complete perime-
ter security system. LeBon noted that a
large nuclear facility installation is on
its schedule in the near future.
